Dear Parents/Guardians,

We have been updating our emergency plan in the event of a major disaster such as an earthquake, fire or national emergency.  We have monthly earthquake and fire drills in order for all staff and students to become knowledgeable and familiar with the routine and necessary route to be taken.  We will also continue to work with the fire department to obtain advice on safety procedures.

In case it becomes necessary for us to remain at school for an extended period of time, we are asking for your help to ensure that everyone is as comfortable as possible in a crisis situation.  Please send a Zip Lock baggie, labeled with your child’s name on it and include the following non perishable items:

· 3 packs of juice

· 3 granola bars, fruit roll-ups, beef jerky or similar items

· 1 sweet treat (such as life savers)

· A familiar photograph/item from home

* If your child is on medication please send a dosage.

If you would prefer, send in $6.00 cash labeled for this purpose and we will purchase the items for you.  Items not used during your child’s attendance at this school will be returned to you.

In addition, we would appreciate bottled water and/or non-perishable items (such as crackers, individual dried fruit containers, etc.) for the classrooms.

For your information, in the event of an emergency, your child will remain here at school under our supervision.  S/he will only be released to you or an emergency contact you have listed and everyone will be asked for identification before the child is released.  Your child’s teacher or the principal may not be at the point of release and the person who is may not recognize you as the parent.  PLEASE make sure that the people you listed as emergency contacts know the location of the school and that they MUST have identification.  Your cooperation with these safety procedures will be greatly appreciated.
